What does 5 Megapixel really mean? It means being able to take photos and print a litfle larger in size than the photo above. It still seems strange that a ‘phone’ took this photo, but get used to it, quite a few 5 Megapixel camera
phones are starting to appear.

Here’s an example of how Face Detection works. The G800 recognises three faces in the
shot and optimises focussing even though such detail is off-centre. Most traditional auto
focussing centres around the middle of a photo.

Here's an example of a shot taken in macro mode - with all other options set to automatic. It highlights how camera

phones are getting better with focussing abilities. Being a 5 Megapixel shot, this photo could have been printed

as large as the image you see above. An advantage that camera phones have over stand-alone digital cameras

is that they are ‘connected’ for either sharing images via online sites such as Facebook, blogs or photo libraries This phone really feels like a camera. Menus look like they're from a stand-alone imaging
or send a photo directly to someone else's phone or email address. device, rather than just @ ‘phone’.
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
