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PeekLG KF700

Best of Both 
Brace yourself for wave of new
touchscreen phones heading our way. LG
has already moved in on the trend with
Prada and Viewty products. Next is their
KF700 with both a keypad and full
touchscreen.
This product can be operated as a touchscreen
mobile, with its keypad open or closed. There’s
actually a third ‘spin’ with a scrollwheel offering
shortcuts to main functions.

LG say their KF700 is the world’s first phone
with three separate input methods, a 3 inch
touchscreen, alpha-numeric keypad and
Shortcut Dial. 

Look & Feel
A bit of a cross between their Prada phone,
Viewty and a regular slider, the KF700 is
expected to keep everyone happy. Such a large
screen means leveraging visual functions such as
viewing photos and videos, plus web browsing.

It’s interesting that a regular keypad is included

as well, especially for people who aren’t ready
for a touchscreen on its own. At 14.5 mm thick,
the KF700 is about middle of the road in
slimness.

Browsing photos is fun, especially how you can
move them by flicking your finger, à la iPhone-
style.

General Features
This is a fully featured handset, with 3.5g
capabilities, 3 Megapixel auto focus camera,
microSD slot and stereo Bluetooth.

With a robust browser, LG have designed it to
help customers get more out of Google Search,
Blogs, Gmail, Maps and YouTube on the go.

Impression
Having a inside look at the KF700 was a bit of a
scoop this edition, well in advance of it
launching around mid year. LG has been
working hard to lift their profile  and skew of
mobiles. They hope the KF700 helps continue
momentum generated over the last eighteen
months.

Incorporating a 3 inch touchscreen, there’s a tablet/panel-like feel about this
product. Such a large, interactive display area is great for showcasing visual
material such as photos and videos.

Many functions can be used with the keypad closed. This is a view when using the
3 Megapixel camera. Flexibility has the advantage of providing different options,
so customers can choose how they prefer to interact with the phone.

A jog dial on the side provides shortcuts to
popular functions such as; SMS, email,
Google and profiles. 

Graphics are stylish and easy to use.
There’s also a number of widgets that help
make things simpler and more personal.

You can have the best of both worlds
when writing SMS or email messages.
That is two keypads, one on-screen and
the other more traditional.
An example of how this can be handy is
in selecting symbols to add to a
message. Rather than trying to fit these
on regular alphanumeric buttons, a
virtual keypad provides easier access on
screen.
A lot of people prefer the speed and
familiarity of a traditional keypad, so the
KF700 doesn’t limit customers to only a
virtual keypad.
Being a slider means that both a 3 inch
screen and traditional keypad without
making it too big.
Speaking of screens, this unit includes
one of the latest generation of
touchdisplays - designed to
accommodate finger input, rather than
more fiddly stylus presses.
LG has really embraced touchscreens,
and in the new age of digital media,
most other vendors will head down this
path, at least with a couple of models in
each range.

As with the KF600, a great looking music
player is included. We’ll put it through its
paces in more depth next edition.

Why would you prefer a large screen? Well
as a 3.5g product, perhaps when searching
and accessing online services. Bigger is
often better when surfing the net.
