Samsung G810

One With the Lot!

As mentioned elsewhere this edition, an
important component of Samsung’s mobile
strategy is making phones for everyone,
from geek to chic. With a nice 5 Megapixel
camera, WiFi and GPS, the G810 is a highly
featured product for road warriors and the
gadget minded.

This issue of the magazine provides an
interesting snapshot of Samsung’s product
planning philosophy.

Their G810 is a highly featured product for
gadget enthusiasts. The F480 is a small finger
driven touch-screen handset, with the U900
being an upscale, design-oriented hero product.
Not forgetting a ruggedised phone for tradies,
the M110. Apart from really low end prepaid, it
can't get much more diverse than that!

Now in a clear second position globally,
Samsung is like the equivalent of a large tree
spreading its roots - not only in product
diversity, but simultaneously partnering with a
wide selection of operators in getting products
ranged.

Look & Feel

Back to the G810, there’s no denying that at
17.9 mm thick, it's not a slim product. But
Samsung has other handsets for fashionistas.

The G810 is a smooth slider, with a robust feel.
Designed around a metal finish, it's supposed to
look like a camera. Build quality is good, with a
lens cover that clicks firmly into place.

Samsung has used a stepped design, with a
tactile slide-out keypad and plenty of soft keys
at the base of the G810’s display. There’s lots of
buttons, supplementing lots of things this
handset can do. The rest of the top face hosts a
large, high quality 2.6"” screen.

Samsung’s G810 has one of the best inbuilt cameras we've tested. It and

the G800 are the only camera phones 3x optical zoom we've been
provided to test as well. Overall, this unit stacks up well against Nokia's
N95 and N82.

The answer to “where, O where”
is provided by an inbuilt A-GPS.

Samsung’s G810 runs Nokia (Series 60) software,
built to handle add-on applications and multi
tasking.

Even though a relative newcomer to high end
camera phones in our market, the G810 mixes it
up with the best in the business - it's pretty
much the equivalent of Nokia’s N-Series.

Camera, Video & Entertainment

A 3x optical zoom is a differentiator, with a
large, high quality lens providing some of the
best optics currently available.

Results at night don’t disappoint either, with a
Xenon flash providing good illumination.
Samsung has a feature «called WDR
optimisation, which also helps in environments
with harsh light.

Rounding out camera capabilities are face
detection and red eye reduction options; plus
quality macro performance, and the ability to
take panoramic shots.

High quality video can be captured and played
back, and there is a TV-out connection for big-
screen viewing.

The G810's music player syncs well with
Windows Media Player capping off audio visual
options on-the-go.

Proximity

Assisted GPS capabilities are inbuilt but our test
sample didn't have navigation software
installed. We're led to believe that Samsung has
been speaking with a number of major players
in that space, such as Route 66.

Geotagging wasn’t enabled either but we
expect the commercial version of the G810 to be
able to location stamp photos.

Connections

3.5g, a robust browser, WiFi, Bluetooth, USB 2.0
and microSD memory card slot are included
along with Google search integrated into the
phone’s desktop. Which all begs the question -
what doesn’t it have?

Impression

Samsung’s G810 is a product with the lot, one of
the best camera phones on the market, plus
more. It should quench most gadget
enthusiasts’ thirst for a phone with all the bells
and whistles.

If that's not enough, a customer can then
download a range of third party applications,
adding even more advantages.
