











5 Mpx Shootout

This was a difficult shot for all products, using each
phone's timer for a two handed, steady grip in low
light.

Samsung’s G810

Overall focus is averaged, weighted towards closer
objects. A yellow tinge can be seen above the
roadway. Pylons below the road are a bit out of
focus. There's a fair bit of flare around strong light
sources. As mentioned, this was purposely the most
challenging photo.

LG’s Secret

The result above is slightly dark overall, including
purple shades and fairly soft focus. Detail in close
objects is a bit better than other models. Remember
this shot was taken using the timer and trying to hold
each camera phone super silll

So What?

Well, picture quality continues to improve.
Many 5 Megapixel models are available. Models
tested this time represented a mixed bunch -
from imaging specific phones to thin fashion
variants.

It's great to finally see a number of slim 5
Megapixel camera phones.

Generally things such as auto focus, flash and
white balance are the main elements affecting
photo quality and there seems to be an overall
improvement underway. These areas are just as
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Nokia’s N82

It's hard to tell a lot of differences in these shots but
we've had the benefit of blowing each one up at full
size.

Nokia’s N82 handled flare better than most others.
This image has less contrast overall, making support
wires above the roadway harder fo see.

The shot is more suited to a digital SLR on a tripod.
Just capturing the image is a good effort!

Samsung’s U900 (Soul)
Colour is fairly accurate in this shot, it's a bit dark
overall as with several other results from this test.
The image gets a bit darker towards the back,
making it harder to see the flag on top of the second
pylons.

Again, just taking the photo is a sign of success.

Quite a few camera phones in the pipeline now
have face detection features as well - designed
to gain better results from auto focus
mechanisms.

Geotagging could become popular as a greater
number of phones now integrate a GPS or other
form of triangulation.

It's all about choice, allowing enthusiasts to go
for larger imaging-centric models but also
providing more all-round 5 Megapixel
capabilities in fashion phones.

Sony Ericsson’s C902i
The C902i has averaged focus overall, and contrast is
good. The best representation of this picture is hard to
pick so we'll leaving it up to you.

We might sound a bit picky with this scene as it's a
rather difficult shot to take - pushing each unit to its
limits.

Samsung’s F480

Quite a pleasing shot. By keeping the image lighter
overall, it picked up a few more details, with flags
particularly standing out. Detail in support wires can
be seen.

Being lighter than other shots detail under the bridge
has been blown out a bit.

there’s still too much of a lag in camera phones
- meaning that fast paced action is missed. This
is currently a universal problem and challenges
don’t become apparent until you try and
photograph moving objects.

Everyone's hoping that as images get better, a
greater amount of sharing will take place. Time
for greater inspiration and lowering the cost of
sending. Email and online applications accessed
from a PC are currently main ways of sharing,
still costing next to nothing to share each shot.
Going from costing almost nothing to a small
charge is plausible when sending, otherwise
consumers won't bother via mobiles.
